I know we all, myself included, take a lot of things for granted. | would
like to mention a few things we need to keep in mind as we work in our
gardens, especially during the hot summer months.
Wear gloves when working outsideWearing the proper gloves
will not only reduce blistering, but will also protect your skin from
fertilizers and pesticides as well as bacteria and fungus which live
in the soil. When exposed to soil, even the smallest cut or lesion
runs the risk of developing into a major hand infection. Leather
gloves offer protection from thorny objects; snake, rodent, and
insect bites; poison ivy; and other skin irritants in the garden.
Gloves also prevent sunburn and fingernail damage.
Heat Exhaustion. Heat exhaustion is a milder form of nekited
illness that can develop after several days of exposure to high ten
peratures and inadequate or unbalanced replacement of fluids.
Those most prone to heat exhaustion are elderly people, people
with high blood pressurand people working or exercising in a
hot environment.

Heat exhaustion symptomsanay include; heavy sweating, paleness, muscle cramps, tiredness, weakness, d
ness, headache, nausea, vomiting or fainting.
The skin may be cool and moist. The victim's pulse rate will be fast and weak, breathing will be fastland shal
heat exhaustion is untreated, it may progress to heat stroke, which is a medical emergency. Seek medical
attention or call 911 immediately.
Heat exhaustion treatment- Cooling measures that may be effective include; cealcobolic beverages, rest,
cool shower, bath, or sponge bath, aoaaditioned environment and lightweight clothing.

Be sunsmart Ultraviolet radiation from the sun can start to burn unprotected skin within minutes. It is be
to garden in the early morning or late afternoon, thus avoiding the hottest part of the day. Wear a lon
sleeved shirt, long trousers and a bboatdmed hat. Apply broagectrum SPF 30+ sunscreen to un-
protected skin, reapply regularly and wear quality wraparound sunglasses.

Take a break every hour or switch to another activityOveruse of repetitive motions, such as digging and
sustained/constant gripping can cause tendonitis of the wrist and elbow or lead to carpal tunnel syn-
drome. Break up large tasks into short sessions, with a rest and stretch break between gardening se
to reduce muscle fatigue.

Stay safely hydrated. It's generally not a good idea to use thirst alone as a guide for whemte drink. By t
thirsty, it's possible to already be slightly dehydrated. Further, be aware that as you getsdder your b
dehydration and send your brain signals of thirst. Excessive thirst and increased urination can be sig
medical condition. Talk to your doctor if you experience either.

To ward off dehydration and make sure your body has the fluids it needs, make water your beverage of choi
Nearly every healthy adult can consider the following; drink a glass of water with each meal and between ea
meal. Hydrate before, during and after exercise. Substitute sparkling water for alcoholic drinks at social gatl
ings. If you drink water from a bottle, thoroughly clean or replace the bottle often.

This home has a professionally designed and installed rainwater harvesting system.

Special gutters and piping harvest rain from the roof, feed it through a filtration sys-

tem, then store it in 8 large above ground tanks. The system harvests 4,000 gallons

from 1 inch of rain. The stored rainwater feeds into a drip system that irrigates the

back garden.

1916 Aberdeen

This large corner lot has lush landscaping but no turf grass at all. There are two large
patios with containers and shrub beds, an herb garden, an alley garden with grasses
and climbing roses, and a greenhouse. The front entry uses flagstones and shrub beds
instead of a lawn. The most unusual feature of this landscape is the large flower bed
that goes the length of the house which contains hundreds of native and adapted
plants. This landscape, also designed by Russ Plowman, uses drip irrigation through-
out. A Master Gardener will be available to identify and answer questions about native
plants.

3716 47th Street

This landscape was designed by Paul Nash. The front yard has a formal shrub bed
with Indian hawthorns, carefully trimmed dwarf yaupon hollies, grasses, and contain-
ers. The back garden replaces the traditional lawn with a beautiful patio and small
plantings of waterwise plants.
